PLACE OF WORSHIP 

Christians go to a church to pray and learn about God. Churches can be big or small, and they often have a 

cross on top. Inside, there are seats, a special table, and sometimes colourful windows with pictures from 

Bible stories. 

HOLY BOOK 

The holy book of Christianity is the Bible. It is full of stories about God and Jesus. Christians read the Bible 

to learn how to live a good life. 

RELIGIOUS SYMBOL 

The main symbol of Christianity is the cross. It reminds Christians of Jesus and his love for people. Many 

churches have a cross, and some people wear a small cross on a necklace. 

MAIN CELEBRATIONS 

Christians celebrate special days each year. Christmas is when they remember the birth of Jesus. Easter is 

when they celebrate that Jesus came back to life after dying on the cross. These days are full of happiness, 

prayers, and sometimes gifts. 

VALUES 

Christianity teaches people to be kind, honest, and helpful. Christians try to love others, forgive people, 

and care for those in need. 

KEY STORIES 

The Bible has many stories that teach lessons. One story is about the Good Samaritan, who helped a hurt 

man even though they were strangers. Another story is about Noah, who built a big boat to save animals 

and people from a great flood.
